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GILBERTO CUAUHTENANGO-BARRANC SENTENCED IN U.S. FEDERAL COURT

BARRANCA was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to improper entry by an illegal alien.  In an Offer of Proof filed by the United States, the government stated it would prove at trial that BARRANCA unlawfully entered the United States from Mexico at a time and place other than as designated by Immigration Officials of the United States, for the entrance of immigrants into the United States.  Proof of this element would be in the form of testimony from Bureau of Immigration and Customs enforcement officials who interviewed BARRANCA and his companion at the time they were apprehended during the course of a traffic stop near Helena on March 5, 2003.  This investigation established that BARRANCA had no documentation reflecting proper entry and residence in the United States.

Assistant U.S. Attorney Bernie Hubley prosecuted this case for the United States.
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
