Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Missoula, on May 8, 2003, before Chief U.S. District Judge Donald W. Molloy, WILLIAM and DOUGLAS NEW appeared for sentencing.  WILLIAM NEW  was sentenced to a term of:

 The defendants were sentenced in connection with their guilty plea to making and passing counterfeit securities.  From September 2001 until December 24, 2001, in Missoula, WILLIAM NEW used a home computer to manufacture approximately 750 counterfeit personal checks in the names of several individuals.  WILLIAM NEW then distributed these checks to several co-defendants.


Beginning in August 2001 and continuing until December 2001, DOUGLAS NEW and another co-defendant broke into storage facilities in Missoula, during which DOUGLAS NEW and the co-defendant obtained personal checks in the names of other persons.  They then gave the personal checks to WILLIAM NEW so WILLIAM NEW could manufacture counterfeit personal checks for use in the conspiracy.


In November 2001, in Missoula, another co-defendant assisted DOUGLAS NEW in fraudulently cashing counterfeit personal checks at Lucky Lil’s Casino.


In December 2001, in Missoula the same co-defendant obtained a genuine Job Service voucher and gave it to WILLIAM NEW so he could manufacture counterfeit Job Service vouchers.  


Assistant U.S. Attorney Kris McLean prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was conducted by the United States Secret Service.
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
