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ROSE CASSIDY GRANT SENTENCED IN U.S. FEDERAL COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Great Falls, on May 8, 2003, before U.S. District Judge Sam E. Haddon, ROSE CASSIDY GRANT, appeared for sentencing.  GRANT  was sentenced to a term of:

GRANT was sentenced in connection with her guilty plea to misappropriation of postal funds.  In an Offer of Proof filed by the United States in January 13, 2003, the government stated it would prove at trial that between January 1, 2001 and July 16, 2002, GRANT was the Postmaster for the U.S. Post Office in Babb, Montana.  On May 30, 2002, GRANT was sent a letter from the District Finance Manager for the Postal Service advising GRANT; given reported sales for the Babb Post Office, the stamp stock levels at Babb appeared to be in excess of regulations.  On July 18, 2002, Postal Inspectors began an audit of cash and stamp stock at the Babb Post Office.  The audit, conducted by the Postal Systems Coordinator, revealed a $5,443.99 shortage in stamp stock and cash at the Babb Post Office.  This figure was subsequently adjusted in the final audit to $7,414.96.


Assistant U.S. Attorney David Dennis prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigative agency was the U.S. Postal Inspector.
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
