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ROBERT OROS PLEADS GUILTY IN U.S. FEDERAL COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Great Falls, on May 14, 2003, before U.S. District Judge Sam E. Haddon, ROBERT OROS pled guilty to charges of illegal re-entry.  


In an Offer of Proof filed by the United States, the government stated it would prove at trial that on September 16, 2002, the Cascade County Sheriff’s Office contacted Special Agent Jake Stavlo with the Immigration and Naturalization Service to inform Agent Stavlo that a male Hispanic by the name of ROBERT OROS was in custody.  OROS had been taken into custody after being stopped by deputies of the Cascade County Sheriff’s Office for several traffic violations and obstructing a police officer in the course of his duties.  Agent Stavlo requested OROS’ date of birth and social security number.  Based on the date of birth  and reported social security number, Agent Stavlo believed that OROS was one and the same person as Roberto OROS, a previously deported aggravated felon.  Agent Stavlo was familiar with OROS and had attempted to contact OROS on a number of occasions.  OROS had been encountered several months prior to September 16, 2002, by the Great Falls Police Department.  


On October 4, 2002, Agent Stavlo traveled from Helena to Great Falls, Montana, to obtain fingerprints and photographs of OROS from the Cascade County Detention Center. 


On January 7, 2003, Agent Stavlo took the fingerprints obtained from OROS upon his booking into the Cascade County Detention Center along with fingerprints from OROS’ previous deportation from Arizona, to the State of Montana Information Technology Service Division for comparison.  It was determined that the fingerprints of OROS’ previous deportation matched the fingerprints obtained by the Cascade County Sheriff’s Office.


OROS faces possible penalties of twenty years imprisonment, a $250,000 fine and three years supervised release.


Assistant U.S. Attorney George Darragh, Jr. prosecuted the case for the United States.


The investigative agency was the Immigration and Naturalization Service.
