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JOHN LITTLE DOG, III PLEADS GUILTY IN U.S. FEDERAL COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Great Falls, on May 15, 2003, before U.S. District Judge Sam E. Haddon, JOHN LITTLE DOG, III pled guilty to charges of aggravated sexual abuse.  


In an Offer of Proof filed by the United States, the government stated it would prove at trial that the alleged act in this matter occurred within the exterior boundaries of the Blackfeet Indian Reservation.


The victim reported that in 1997 or 1998,  when she was ten years old and living on the Blackfeet Indian Reservation, LITTLE DOG touched her vagina with his finger.


FBI Special Agent Jeff Blevins interviewed LITTLE DOG  on August 12, 2002.  Agent Blevins would testify that, during the course of the interview, LITTLE DOG confessed.  LITTLE DOG said he believed the act may have occurred as far back as 1995. 


LITTLE DOG faces possible penalties of life imprisonment, a $250,000 fine and five years supervised release.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Joseph Thaggard prosecuted the case for the United States.


The investigative agency was the Federal Bureau of Investigation.
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
