DOWD was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to distribution of methamphetamine and being a drug user in possession of a firearm.   DOWD acknowledged that from January of 2000, through November of 2001, he knowingly distributed methamphetamine to various individuals in Missoula.  He also acknowledged that during the period from June of 2001 through November of 2001, he was a drug user in possession of a firearm.


DOWD is a resident of Victor.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Josh Van de Wetering prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was a cooperative effort between the Federal Bureau of Investigation and the Missoula County Sheriff’s Office.  This was part of Operation Checkmate.
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
