BROOKS acknowledged that on June 3, 2002, in the State of Montana he possessed with intent to distribute in excess of 26.3 grams of crack cocaine within 1000 feet of Riverside Middle School, a protected area. 


Assistant U.S. Attorney James Seykora prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was a cooperative effort between the Drug Enforcement Administration and the U.S. Postal Service.
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
