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MARVIN BEARTUSK SENTENCED IN U.S. DISTRICT COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Billings, on May 28, 2003, before U.S. District Judge Richard F. Cebull, MARVIN BEARTUSK, appeared for sentencing.  BEARTUSK  was sentenced to a term of:

BEARTUSK was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to charges of receiving obscene materials.  In January of 2001, MARVIN BEARTUSK was involved in an investigation by the Bureau of Indian Affairs and the Federal Bureau of Investigation regarding the receipt of obscene material found on a Bureau of Indian Affairs work computer.  During that investigation, BEARTUSK was employed by the Bureau of Indian Affairs and had several computers at his desk.


BEARTUSKS’ computers were seized and various items of obscene material were found on them in the form of images received from an interactive computer service.  The items had been received via the Internet using the computer belonging to the Bureau of Indian Affairs.  The items were received in 2000 and 2001.  When questioned, BEARTUSK admitted that he had been receiving the images via the Internet.  A number of the images are obscene pursuant to community standards.  


Assistant U.S. Attorney Marcia Hurd prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was conducted by the Federal Bureau of Investigation.
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
