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ALFRED COMES LAST SENTENCED IN U.S. DISTRICT COURT AFTER REVOCATION HEARING


Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Billings on June 3, 2003, before Senior U.S. District Judge Charles C. Lovell, ALFRED COMES LAST appeared for sentencing. COMES LAST was sentenced to a term of:

Supervised Release: 2 years and 3 months


COMES LAST was sentenced following a revocation hearing where he admitted that he violated two special conditions of his probation. On March 2, 2000, COMES LAST appeared before Senior U.S. District Judge Charles C. Lovell, in Helena, having pled guilty to the offense of sexual abuse of a minor between the age of 12 and 16 years.  On June 30, 2000, the Court sentenced COMES LAST to 2 years and 9 months in prison and 3 years supervised release.  The offense involved COMES LAST fondling a girl.  COMES LAST was released to the supervision of his probation officer in Billings on April 22, 2002.


During the revocation hearing, COMES LAST acknowledged that since his release from prison he did not participate in a mental health program specifically related to sexual offender therapy as ordered.  COMES LAST also admitted that he violated the special condition of his probation which stated he would not reside in any home or residence where any child under the age of 18 years without prior approval of the United States Probation Office and his therapist.  COMES LAST admitted to his probation officer that he had contact with underage children daily for approximately nine days.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Marcia Hurd prosecuted this case for the United States.
