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ROCKY BOY MAN PLEADS GUILTY IN U.S. FEDERAL COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Great Falls, on June 10, 2003, before U.S. District Judge Sam E. Haddon, CHRISTOPHER PAUL PARISIAN, age 20, pled guilty to charges of conspiracy to distribute cocaine, methamphetamine and marijuana.  


In an Offer of Proof filed by the United States, the government stated it would prove at trial that on July 1, 2002, the FBI in Havre was informed by a cooperating witness that PARISIAN was selling methamphetamine on the Rocky Boy Indian Reservation.


On July 8, 2002, the cooperating witness was searched by agents and then fitted with an electronic transmitter and digital recorder.  The cooperating witness was then driven to an area near PARISIAN’S home and given $100 to purchase one gram of methamphetamine or cocaine from PARISIAN.


The cooperating witness made contact with PARISIAN and another individual who was staying with PARISIAN.  The cooperating witness then gave PARISIAN the $100 and the other individual retrieved two half-gram bags of cocaine from a bedroom in the residence.  The cooperating witness then left the residence and returned to the pickup location, provided the cocaine to FBI agents and was searched.


Approximately 45 minutes later, the cooperating witness was again searched by agents and fitted with an electronic transmitter and digital recorder.  The witness was again driven to an area near PARISIAN’S home and given another $100.  The cooperating witness was then directed to purchase one gram of cocaine from PARISIAN.  The cooperating witness again made contact with PARISIAN and the other individual and requested the additional gram of cocaine.  The cooperating witness provided the $100 to PARISIAN and the other individual again retrieved two half-gram bags of cocaine from a closet in the bedroom.  The cooperating witness again returned to the pickup location, provided the cocaine to FBI agents, and was searched.


On July 9, 2002, a federal search warrant was obtained and executed at the residence of PARISIAN.  Approximately 16.87 grams of cocaine were found in PARISIAN’S bedroom closet.


During the investigation of this case, it has been determined that PARISIAN and others have been selling cocaine and methamphetamine on the Rocky Boy Indian Reservation since 2000.


He faces possible penalties of twenty years imprisonment, a $1,000,000 fine and three years supervised release.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Lori Harper Suek prosecuted the case for the United States.


The investigative agency was the Federal Bureau of Investigation.
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
