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RICHARD ANTHONY MAUS PLEADS GUILTY IN U.S. FEDERAL COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Great Falls, on June 10, 2003, before U.S. District Judge Sam E. Haddon, RICHARD ANTHONY MAUS pled guilty to charges of conspiracy to manufacture methamphetamine.


During the hearing, MAUS acknowledged that during 2000 continuing through August 2002, near Bainville, MAUS knowingly conspired and agreed to manufacture methamphetamine.  


MAUS faces possible penalties of twenty years imprisonment, a $1,000,000 fine and three years supervised release.


A sentencing date has been set for October 3, 2003.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Marcia Good Sept prosecuted the case for the United States.


The investigation was a joint effort by the Fort Peck Tribes Criminal Investigation Division, Wolf Point Police Department and the Federal Bureau of Investigation.
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
