Prison: 8 years and 9 months to run consecutively with the 5 years and 11 months he was sentenced to on March 18, 2003, after a jury found him guilty of possession of methamphetamine with intent to distribute within 1000 feet of a public school and being a felon-in-possession of a firearm

Forfeiture Count: $15,000 U.S. Currency to the United States


LaBUFF was sentenced after a jury found him guilty of being a felon-in-possession of a firearm and criminal forfeiture. 


On September 17, 2002, in Browning, LaBUFF possessed with the intent to distribute methamphetamine within 1000 feet of a public school.


As a result of the methamphetamine offense, LaBUFF will forfeit to the United States $15,000 in United States Currency.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Joseph Thaggard prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was conducted by the Federal Bureau of Investigation in Browning.
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
