RIVERS was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to charges of conspiracy to manufacture methamphetamine and possession of methamphetamine.  On August 13, 2002, WENIGER, together with others, drove from Missoula to an area near Carter for the purpose of stealing anhydrous ammonia fertilizer.  Once the fertilizer was stolen, it was to be traded for methamphetamine or sold.  WENIGER knew that anhydrous ammonia would eventually be used to facilitate the manufacture of methamphetamine.  En route to Carter, and while driving en route to steal the fertilizer, WENIGER possessed and used methamphetamine.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Bernie Hubley prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was inducted by the Tri-Agency Task Force from Hill County.
