ROUNDSTONE was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to charges of manufacturing marijuana.  In February of 2000, law enforcement officers received information indicating that ROUNDSTONE had a large marijuana grow operation contained within the basement of his residence located on the Northern Cheyenne Indian Reservation.  A search warrant was obtained and on March 21, 2000, ROUNDSTONE’S residence was searched.  Found in the residence were 466 marijuana plants in all stages of growth, materials related to the grow operation and several guns.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Marcia Hurd prosecuted this case for the United States.
