IQBAL was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to charges of identification fraud.  IQBAL fraudulently obtained a Social Security number from the Social Security Administration (SSA) by paying a corrupt SSA employee for issuance of the number when  IQBAL was not legally entitled to a Social Security number;


 IQBAL used the fraudulent Social Security number to fraudulently obtain a North

Carolina driver’s license.  IQBAL falsely represented his identity and status by presenting the fraudulently obtained North Carolina driver’s license to agents of the United States Border Patrol on November 27, 2003 at Havre.
 After obtaining the fraudulent identification, IQBAL possessed it while traveling in interstate commerce for purposes of identification.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Elizabeth Horsman prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was a cooperative effort between the Social Security Administration and the Bureau of Customs and Border Protection.
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
