KETCHEM was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to false declarations before a grand jury.  On September 18, 2002, in Billings, having taken an oath in a grand jury proceeding to testify truthfully, KETCHEM knowingly made a false declaration.  KETCHEM testified that he sold marijuana “maybe twice” to one individual from 1992 to 2000.  In truth, KETCHEM distributed marijuana to other persons at other times.


KETCHEM further acknowledged that he testified under oath before a grand jury and

that his testimony was false.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Jim Seykora prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was conducted by the Drug Enforcement Administration.
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
