DEPUTEE was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to sexual abuse of a minor.  He is a 26-year-old resident of St. Xavier.  In July 2001, in or near St. Xavier, which is within the exterior boundaries of the Crow Indian Reservation, DEPUTEE engaged in sexual acts with another person who had attained the age of twelve years, but had not attained the age of sixteen and was at least four years younger than DEPUTEE at the time of the offense.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Marcia Hurd prosecuted this case for the United States.
