From July 6, 2001, and continuing until approximately November 1, 2001, in Big Horn County, MASON, as an employee of the United Postal Service and charged with the duty of keeping Postal Service records in connection with her duties, made false reports.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Jim Seykora prosecuted this case for the United States.
