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PETER SCHENDERLINE SENTENCED IN U.S. DISTRICT COURT

Cebull, PETER SCHENDERLINE, a 34-year-old resident of Lodge Grass, appeared for sentencing.  SCHENDERLINE was sentenced to a term of:

SCHENDERLINE was sentenced after a jury found him guilty of sexual abuse of a minor.  From 1997 through 1999, in or near Lodge Grass, which is within the exterior boundaries of the Crow Indian Reservation, SCHENDERLINE engaged in, and attempted to engage in a sexual act with another person who had attained the age of 12 years, but had not attained the age of 16 and who was at least 4 years younger than SCHENDERLINE at the time of the offense.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Marcia Hurd prosecuted this case for the United States.
