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HOLLY McCUIN PLEADS GUILTY IN U.S. FEDERAL COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Billings, on July 2, 2003, before U.S. District Judge Richard  F. Cebull, HOLLY McCUIN pled guilty to charges of use of a communication facility in causing or facilitating the commission of felonies under the Controlled Substances Act.  


In an Offer of Proof filed by the United States on July 2, 2003, the government stated it would prove at trial that DEA officers, acting in an undercover compacity, arranged for the purchase of 2 ounces of methamphetamine from a friend of McCUIN.  Telephone contacts between McCUIN and the agents as well as wires of conversations between her and agents leading up to the sale could be introduced at trial.  


The agents would testify that they accompanied McCUIN to a residence in Billings, Montana on January 15, 2003 where they were met by the friend as previously arranged by McCUIN.  The friend entered the vehicle of the undercover officers and delivered to them 2 ounces of what was subsequently tested by the DEA laboratory to be d-methamphetamine.  Testimony by the DEA chemist would indicate that the total weight of the methamphetamine was 52.9 grams and that there was 18 grams of pure drug.


McCUIN faces possible penalties of four years imprisonment, a $250,000 fine and three years supervised release.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Ed Laws prosecuted the case for the United States.


The investigative agency was the Drug Enforcement Administration.
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
