Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today 

that during a federal court session in Billings on July 2, 2003 before U.S. Magistrate Judge Richard W. Anderson, SUNDANCE PAUL MARSHALL

 appeared on charges of possession of a stolen firearm.  MARSHALL is currently detained. 


If convicted of these charges, MARSHALL faces possible penalties of ten years imprisonment, a $250,000 fine and three years supervised release.  


Assistant U.S. Attorney Ed Laws is the prosecutor for the United States.


The investigative agency was the Alcohol, Tobacco, Firearms and Explosives.


In Great Falls, on July 2, 2003, before U.S. Magistrate Judge Carolyn Ostby, the following individuals appeared, DANNY J. MARTIN, age 19,

 appeared on charges of aggravated sexual abuse and sexual abuse of a minor.  MARTIN is a resident of Wolf Point.    
If convicted of these charges, MARTIN faces possible penalties for aggravated sexual abuse of life imprisonment, a $250,000 fine and five years supervised release.  For sexual abuse of a minor, possible penalties are fifteen years imprisonment, a $250,000 fine and three years supervised release.

The investigation was a joint effort by the Federal Bureau of Investigation and the Fort Peck Criminal Investigation Division.


COBRA SPOTTED WOLF a/k/a Cobra Jade Johnston, age 24, appeared on charges of burglary.  SPOTTED WOLF is a resident of Williston, North Dakota.  


If convicted of this charge, SPOTTED WOLF faces possible penalties of twenty years imprisonment, a $50,000 fine and three years supervised release.

The investigation was a joint effort by the Federal Bureau of Investigation and the Fort Peck Criminal Investigation Division.



AUTUMN SPOTTED WOLF a/k/a Autumn Black Cloud, age 25, appeared on charges of burglary.  SPOTTED WOLF is a resident of Williston.  


If convicted of these charges, SPOTTED WOLF faces possible penalties of twenty years imprisonment, $50,000 fine and three years supervised release.

The investigation was a joint effort by the Federal Bureau of Investigation and the Fort Peck Criminal Investigation Division.



DUSTIN JAY STEELE, age 20, appeared on charges of unlawful drug user in possession of a firearm.  STEELE is a resident of Great Falls.  


If convicted of these charges, STEELE faces possible penalties of ten years imprisonment, a $250,000 fine and three years supervised release.    


Assistant U.S. Attorney Carl Rostad is the prosecutor for the United States.


The investigation was a joint effort by the Alcohol, Tobacco, Firearms and Explosives and the Great Falls Police Department.



In Missoula, before U.S. Magistrate Judge Leif Erickson, the following individuals appeared for arraignment:


EDDIE CALHOUN BRITT, age 74, appeared on charges of assault on a postal worker.  BRITT is a resident of Eureka.  


If convicted of these charges, BRITT faces penalties of twenty years imprisonment, a $250,000 fine and three years supervised release.    


Assistant U.S. Attorney Kris McLean is the prosecutor for the United States.


The investigative agency was the U.S. Postal Inspector.



CARRIE ANN HOOPER, age 21, appeared on charges of conspiracy to distribute methamphetamine.  HOOPER is a resident of Stevensville.  


If convicted of these charges, HOOPER faces possible penalties of twenty years imprisonment, a $1,000,000 fine and three years supervised release.    


Assistant U.S. Attorney Josh Van de Wetering is the prosecutor for the United States.


The investigation agency was the Drug Enforcement Administration and the U.S. Postal Inspector.



MICHAEL BRIAN SULLIVAN appeared on charges of conspiracy to import ecstacy, hashish and marijuana and willful failure to appear.  The court has set a date for a pretrial conference on July 15, 2003.   


If convicted of these charges, SULLIVAN faces possible penalties for conspiracy to import ecstacy, hashish and marijuana of a minimum mandatory of five years imprisonment, a $2,000,000 fine and five years supervised release.   For willful failure to appear, possible penalties are five years imprisonment, a $250,000 fine and three years supervised release.    
Assistant U.S. Attorney Josh Van de Wetering is the prosecutor for the United States.


The investigative agency was the Bureau of Immigration and Customs Enforcement.
All the defendants pled not guilty to the charges.


The charge, an indictment, information or complaint, is merely an accusation and all persons named as defendants are presumed innocent until proven guilty.  A pre-trial conference and a trial date will be set and the United States will be required to prove the allegations set forth in the indictment beyond a reasonable doubt.
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
