Prison: 10 years on Count II: Felon-in-possession of a firearm

TEEPLES was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to possession with intent to distribute methamphetamine and being a felon-in-possession of a firearm.  TEEPLES acknowledged that on March 25, 2002, he knowingly possessed more than 50 grams of methamphetamine with intent to distribute and the was also a felon-in-possession of a firearm.   


Assistant U.S. Attorney Josh Van de Wetering prosecuted this case for the United States.
