LINN was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to possession with intent to distribute methamphetamine and possession with intent to distribute marijuana.  On November 22, 2002, in Great Falls, LINN unlawfully possessed with intent to distribute 25.46 grams of methamphetamine.


On November 22, 2002, in Great Falls, LINN unlawfully possessed with intent to distribute 242.44 grams of marijuana.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Bernie Hubley prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was a cooperative effort between the Federal Bureau of Investigation and the Tri-Agency Task Force.
