FRANK DARVIS SENTENCED IN U.S. DISTRICT COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Missoula, on July 10, 2003, before Chief U.S. District Judge Donald W. Molloy, FRANK DARVIS appeared for sentencing.  Darvis was sentenced to a term of:

DARVIS was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to charges of embezzlement of union funds.  DARVIS was treasurer of the United Transportation Union, AFL/CIO, Local Union 891 in Whitefish.  An audit of the local union books conducted by the International Union officer discovered money missing from union accounts.  Further investigation by the United States Department of Labor determined that DARVIS had forged the union president’s signature on approximately 60 union checks and deposited those funds into his personal account.  When confronted by the Department of Labor investigator, DARVIS admitted forging the union president’s signature and depositing those monies into his personal accounts.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Kris McLean prosecuted this case for the United States.
