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PASCUAL GUTIERREZ-MARQUEZ SENTENCED IN U.S. FEDERAL COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Missoula, on July 10, 2003, before Chief U.S. District Judge Donald W. Molloy, PASCUAL GUTIERREZ-MARQUEZ, appeared for sentencing.  GUTIERREZ-MARQUEZ  was sentenced to a term of:

GUTIERREZ-MARQUEZ was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to illegal re-entry by an illegal alien.  In an Offer of Proof filed by the United States, the government stated it would prove at trial that MARQUEZ was arrested by the Missoula City Police Department on January 15, 2003 for driving while intoxicated.  During the booking procedure MARQUEZ presented an alien registration card which appeared to be fraudulent.  The Missoula City Police Department contacted the Bureau of Immigration and Customs Enforcement concerning MARQUEZ’S identity.  The Bureau of Immigration and Customs Enforcement records check revealed that MARQUEZ was a native and citizen of Mexico.  BICE records further revealed that MARQUEZ had previously been deported on October 12, 2001.  Finally, BICE records revealed that MARQUEZ had not received permission from the Attorney General of the United States to apply for re-entry before re-entering the United States and being found by law enforcement in Missoula.  


Assistant U.S. Attorney Kris McLean prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigative agency was the Bureau of Immigration and Customs Enforcement.  
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
