BAUER was sentenced after a jury convicted him of sexual abuse.  On July 7, 2000, the Rocky Boy’s police dispatch received a phone call from the residence of Martha and James Champagne and Officers Larry Bernard and Richard Gardipee responded to the call.  They learned that the victim in this case had arrived at Champagne’s residence crying hysterically. She told the officers that she had been assaulted by BAUER and two other males.


Investigation, including DNA analysis and fingerprint analysis, linked BAUER to the crime. 


The sentence in this case will run concurrently with the sentence of 14 years which was imposed in a previous drug conviction.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Lori Harper Suek prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was a cooperative effort between Federal Bureau of Investigation.
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
