On November 23, 2001, in Billings, ROBINSON, and others, unlawfully opened or maintained a place for the purpose of distributing or storing controlled substances, including but not limited to marijuana and cocaine.


On November 23, 2001, in Billings, ROBINSON possessed marijuana.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Jim Seykora prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was a cooperative effort between the Drug Enforcement Administration and the United States Postal Service.
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
