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RANDALL SCOTT OLD PERSON PLEADS GUILTY IN U.S. FEDERAL COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Great Falls, on July 17, 2003, before U.S. District Judge Sam E. Haddon, RANDALL SCOTT OLD PERSON pled guilty to charges of aggravated sexual abuse.  OLD PERSON is to appear for sentencing on November 31, 2003, at 10:00 a.m.


In an Offer of Proof filed by the United States, the government stated it would prove at trial that between January 1, 1999 and December 31, 1999, in Browning, which is within the exterior boundaries of the Blackfeet Indian Reservation, OLD PERSON knowingly engaged in a sexual act with a person who had not reached twelve years of age.


He faces possible penalties of up to life in prison, a $250,000 fine and 5 years supervised release.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Joe Thaggard prosecuted the case for the United States.


The investigation was conducted by the Federal Bureau of Investigation in Browning.
