POITRA was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to possession of methamphetamine.  


In an Offer of Proof filed by the United States, the government stated it would prove that on August 2, 2002, POITRA possessed methamphetamine.  Bureau of Affairs police officers responded to a residence in Lame Deer on a report of domestic violence.  Upon their arrival, the officers observed various items of drug paraphernalia in plain view.  After the officers obtained the consent to search, they found methamphetamine bindles that belonged to POITRA.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Marcia Hurd prosecuted this case for the United States.
