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KOLE KAHM SENTENCED IN U.S. DISTRICT COURT

KOHL, a 27-year-old resident of Billings, was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to possession of counterfeit U.S. Currency.  On March 5, 2003, Detective Ken Paharik of the Billings Police Department investigated a report of counterfeit currency in the amount of $60 being passed at the Jackpot Casino in Billings.  Detective Paharik interviewed two individuals one of which admitted he had been present with the other and observed the passing of the counterfeit bills as well as other counterfeit bills that were passed in the amount of $20 at the Wal-Mart store on King Avenue West.


One of the individuals said that he had been present on March 1, 2003, when KAHM gave the counterfeit money to another person.  During the meeting, KAHM referred to the money as “funny money” and displayed a wad of money (primarily $5 and $10 dollar bills) which he had in an organizer book and stated “my people make the money.”  


Assistant U.S. Attorney Ed Laws prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was conducted by the Secret Service.
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
