On November 1, 2001, in Fergus County, POWELL distributed and possessed with intent to distribute diazepam and morphine.  On November 1, 2001, in or near Fergus County, POWELL used or carried a firearm in relation to the drug-trafficking crime.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Ed Laws prosecuted this case for the United States.
