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TOM ANDERSON SENTENCED IN U.S. DISTRICT COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Great Falls, on July 24, 2003, before U.S. District Judge Sam E. Haddon, TOM ANDERSON appeared for sentencing.  ANDERSON was sentenced to a term of:

Conspiracy to distribute methamphetamine - 10 years and 1 month




Use of a firearm during a drug-trafficking crime - 5 years




Sentences to run consecutively

Sentences also to run consecutively to another sentence of 8 months in prison which was ordered on February 27, 2003 in a separate case

ANDERSON was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to conspiracy to distribute methamphetamine and use of a firearm during a drug-trafficking crime.  On December 18, 2001, agents from the Tri-Agency Drug Task Force in Havre conducted a controlled purchase of one gram of methamphetamine from ANDERSON.  During the purchase, ANDERSON talked about “fronting” an individual ½ ounce.


On September 19, 2002, the Tri-Agency Drug Task Force served a search warrant at ANDERSON’S residence.  During the search, agents located some marijuana and five grams of methamphetamine.  Also located during the search were items associated with drug use.  In a safe were three handguns.


On October 24, 2002, agents from the Tri-Agency Drug Task Force conducted a controlled purchase of 3.5 grams of methamphetamine from ANDERSON.


On November 15, 2002, agents from the Tri-Agency Drug Task Force conducted an interview of ANDERSON about his involvement with subjects of an ongoing federal drug investigation.  ANDERSON admitted receiving approximately six to seven pounds of methamphetamine in the three years prior to the interview.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Lori Suek prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was conducted by the Tri-Agency Drug Task Force.
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
