YOUNG was sentenced after a 2-day jury trial in March 2003.  The jury found him guilty of possession with intent to distribute methamphetamine.  YOUNG had 9.3 grams of methamphetamine at the Rio Grand Casino on June 4, 2002.  YOUNG was on supervised release when he committed this offense and was found to be a career offender in 1988.


At sentencing the Judge enhanced YOUNG’s sentence for obstructing justice.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Jim Seykora prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was a cooperative effort between the Billings Police Department and the Drug Enforcement Administration.
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
