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DARRELL JAMES RED DOG JR. SENTENCED IN U.S. DISTRICT COURT

Haddon, DARRELL JAMES RED DOG JR., a 27-year-old resident of Poplar, appeared for sentencing.  RED DOG  was sentenced to a term of:

RED DOG was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to assault with a dangerous weapon.  The victim in this case was awakened at her residence at approximately 1:00 a.m. on August 10, 2002, RED DOG.  RED DOG and the victim lived at the residence located in Poplar as common-law husband and wife.  The victim refused to let RED DOG in the residence, but he gained entry through a window.  RED DOG grabbed the victim by the hair, dragged her through the residence, choked her, and tied her hands with the power cord from an iron.  RED DOG then retrieved a knife from the kitchen, threatened to kill her and lunged at her with the knife. 


The victim was able to escape from the residence and run to another home where a call was placed to 911.


Assistant U.S. Attorney David Dennis prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was conducted by the Federal Bureau of Investigation.
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
