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CORRECTION:   KELLY CHAPMAN SUMMERS PLEADS GUILTY IN U.S. FEDERAL COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Great Falls, on August 8, 2003, before U.S. District Judge Sam E. Haddon, KELLY CHAPMAN SUMMERS pled guilty to a superseding information charging her with misdemeanor possession of marijuana.


During a court hearing, SUMMERS acknowledged that on March 5, 2002, in Poplar and Wolf Point she possessed marijuana.


Sentencing is scheduled for November 20, 2003, at 1:00 p.m.  SUMMERS is currently detained.


She faces possible penalties of 1 year in prison, a fine of $1,000 and 1year  supervised release.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Marcia Hurd prosecuted the case for the United States.


The investigation was a cooperative effort between the Federal Bureau of Investigation and the Fort Peck Tribe Criminal Investigations Unit.
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
