SUTHERLAND was sentenced after he was found guilty of assault resulting in serious bodily injury.  The non-jury trial was held on May 9, 2003.  At trial the government proved that on August 4, 2002, at a residence in Prairie View Village, which is within the exterior boundaries of the Rocky Boy’s Reservation, SUTHERLAND assaulted a male victim and the assault resulted in serious bodily injury.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Lori Suek prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was conducted by the Federal Bureau of Investigation.
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
