ROGERS was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to possession with intent to distribute marijuana and forfeiture.  


On July 26, 2001, and before, in Lavina, ROGERS possessed with intent to distribute at least 2.5 kilograms, but less than 5 kilograms of marijuana.


As a result of the foregoing offense, ROGERS was ordered to forfeit to the United States any and all property derived from any proceeds he obtained directly or indirectly as a result of the drug offense.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Jim Seykora prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was a cooperative effort between the Drug Enforcement Administration and the Montana Department of Criminal Investigations.
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
