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ANTHONY JEROME THOMPSON RE-SENTENCED AFTER APPEAL IN U.S. DISTRICT COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Billings on August 27, 2003, before Senior U.S. District Judge Jack D. Shanstrom, ANTHONY JEROME THOMPSON appeared for re-sentencing.  THOMPSON was sentenced to a term of:

On October 21, 1999, THOMPSON was named as one of ten defendants in a 31-count indictment filed in U.S. District Court charging him with multiple counts of conspiracy to commit interstate transportation of minors for the purpose of prostitution and other related charges.  On February 22, 2000, the United States filed a 37-count superseding information in U.S. District Court.


Trial commenced on July 31, 2000, in Billings, before Senior U.S. District Judge Jack D. Shanstrom.  On August 10, 2000, THOMPSON was found guilty of 16 counts of the superseding information.  On June 6, 2001, THOMPSON was sentenced to serve a total of 14 years and 7 months in prison.  THOMPSON appealed his sentence.


On June 4, 2003, pursuant to a ruling by the Ninth Circuit court of Appeals, THOMPSON’S motion for re-sentencing was granted.  The 9th Circuit affirmed two of the counts against THOMPSON.  This resulted in the sentence imposed on August 27, 2003.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Ed Laws prosecuted this case for the United States.
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
