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TERRI RAE TURBIVILLE PLEADS GUILTY IN U.S. FEDERAL COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Great Falls on August 27, 2003, before U.S. District Judge Sam E. Haddon, TERRI RAE TURBIVILLE pled guilty to charges of conspiracy to manufacture methamphetamine and manufacturing methamphetamine. 


In an Offer of Proof filed by the United States, the government stated it would prove at trial that during the year 2000 and continuing through August 2002, in or near Bainville and Culbertson, TURBIVILLE and two co-conspirators conspired and agreed to manufacture methamphetamine.  TURBIVILLE and others obtained the instructions and supplies needed for the manufacturing operation, including but not limited to anhydrous ammonia, naptha, coffee filters, 70% alcohol, propane tanks strainers, table salt, ephedrine and various residue products of methamphetamine.  TURBIVILLE and one of the co-conspirators used the ingredients to unlawfully manufacture methamphetamine. 


She faces possible penalties for conspiracy to manufacture methamphetamine of 20 years in prison, a fine of $1,000,000 and 3 years supervised release. Assistant U.S. Attorney Marcia Hurd prosecuted the case for the United States.


The investigation was a cooperative effort between the Fort Peck Tribe Law Enforcement and the Federal Bureau of Investigation.
