LONG NECK was sentenced after a two-day trial in March 2003, where a jury found him guilty of assault resulting in serious bodily injury.  On February 16, 2003, in Browning, which is within the exterior boundaries of the Blackfeet Indian Reservation, LONG NECK assaulted a female which resulted in serious bodily injury.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Joe Thaggard prosecuted this case for the United States.
