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POLLENDER AND MANN SENTENCED IN U.S. DISTRICT COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Billings, on September 9, 2003, before U.S. District Judge Richard F. Cebull, JAMES F. POLLENDER and TOMI L. MANN appeared for sentencing.  POLLENDER was sentenced to a term of:

POLLENDER was sentenced after a jury found him guilty of conspiracy to manufacture methamphetamine; possession with intent to distribute methamphetamine; possession of listed chemicals with intent to manufacture methamphetamine; possession of a firearm in furtherance of drug trafficking; possession of an unregistered firearm, and being a felon-in-possession of a firearm.


MANN was sentenced after a jury found him guilty of conspiracy to manufacture methamphetamine; possession with intent to distribute methamphetamine; possession of listed chemicals with intent to manufacture methamphetamine, and possession of a firearm in furtherance of drug trafficking.


On or about September 20, 2002, and before including August of 2002, on public land administered by the U.S. Forest Service in Sweetgrass County, POLLENDER and MANN conspired to manufacture 50 grams or more of methamphetamine.  On or about September 20, 2002, in Sweetgrass County, POLLENDER and MANN possessed with intent to distribute 32 grams of methamphetamine.    On that date, POLLENDER and MANN also possessed Acetone and Toluene with the intent to manufacture methamphetamine.  POLLENDER and MANN knowingly possessed a firearm in furtherance of a drug trafficking crime.  They also possessed a firearm that was not registered to either of them in the National Firearms Registration and Transfer Record.  POLLENDER had a prior conviction for possession of a controlled substance with a firearm in the Municipal Court of Los Angeles County on September 30, 1994.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Jim Seykora prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was a cooperative effort between the United States Forest Service, the Drug Enforcement Administration and the Missouri River Drug Task Force.
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
