PARISIAN was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to charges of conspiracy to distribute methamphetamine and distribution of methamphetamine.  From December 1, 2001, continuing until February 13, 2002, PARISIAN conspired with others to distribute methamphetamine and cocaine on the Rocky Boy’s Indian Reservation.  He also acknowledged that on January 17, 2002, he knowingly distributed about three and ½ grams of methamphetamine on the Rocky Boy’s Indian Reservation.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Joe Thaggard prosecuted this case for the United States.
