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DERIC RAY SHERMAN SENTENCED IN U.S. DISTRICT COURT

SHERMAN was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to charges of  theft of identity, credit card fraud and bank fraud.  SHERMAN acknowledged that in March of 2002, in Billings, he used the names and personal identification of 24 individuals, (including his father’s), to commit bank fraud and credit card fraud.

	
	



SHERMAN also acknowledged that from January of 2002, to about March 7, 2002, in Billings and other places, he knowingly and with the intent to defraud, used false credit cards and obtained goods, services and other things of value in excess of $1000.


SHERMAN also acknowledged that in January 2002, and continuing thereafter until March of 2002, in Billings, he fraudulently presented, or intended to present, as true and genuine, checks, either payable to or drawn on the accounts of others knowing that the checks were false and fictitious and did not represent legitimate transactions.


U.S. Attorney Bill Mercer prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was a cooperative effort between United States Postal Inspection Service and the Billings police Department.
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
