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BRIAN LEE BIG BOW SENTENCED IN U.S. DISTRICT COURT

Haddon, BRIAN LEE BIG BOW, a 26-year-old resident of Havre, appeared for sentencing.  BIG BOW was sentenced to a term of:

BIG BOW was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to charges of possession of methamphetamine with intent to distribute in a public housing complex.  On September 9, 2002, the Tri-Agency Drug Task Force obtained a state court search warrant for BIG BOW’s Havre residence.  During the search of the residence, approximately 68 grams of methamphetamine were seized as well as some cocaine, marijuana, and $2170 in cash.  The cash contained previously recorded bills that were used to purchase two grams of methamphetamine from BIG BOW during a controlled purchase.


BIG BOW’S residence is an apartment owned and operated by Montana State University – Northern for student and family housing.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Lori Suek prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was conducted by the Federal Bureau of Investigation and the Tri-Agency Drug Task Force.
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
