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MIKE MASE STRIKE SENTENCED IN U.S. DISTRICT COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Great Falls on October 3, 2003, before U.S. District Judge Sam E. Haddon, MIKE MASE STRIKE, a 24-year-old resident of Havre appeared for sentencing.  STRIKE was sentenced to a term of:

STRIKE was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to charges of conspiracy to distribute methamphetamine and possession of firearms during a drug trafficking offense.  Beginning on a date prior to March 25, 2001, through November 2002,  STRIKE obtained methamphetamine from various sources for redistribution.  STRIKE was supplied with methamphetamine by another individual. 


During the period of the conspiracy, STRIKE redistributed methamphetamine to others.  An individual received more than 500 grams of methamphetamine from STRIKE.  This person then redistributed a portion of the methamphetamine that he received from STRIKE.  


On October 23, 2002, during the course of a Probation and Parole search conducted at STRIKE’S residence, a small quantity of methamphetamine and three separate firearms were located.  STRIKE simultaneously possessed both methamphetamine and the firearms during the period of the conspiracy. 


Assistant U.S. Attorney Bernie Hubley prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was a cooperative effort between the Federal Bureau of Investigation, the Tri-Agency Drug Task Force and the Great Falls Police Department.
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
