BENNETT was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to charges of larceny and interstate transportation of a stolen motor vehicle.  On July 19, 2002, in Wyola, which is within the exterior boundaries of the Crow Indian Reservation, BENNETT stole a pickup which exceeded the value of $1,000.


On July 20, 2002, BENNETT unlawfully transported another stolen pickup from the State of Wyoming to Lodge Grass, Montana.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Klaus Richter prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was a cooperative effort between Bureau of Indian Affairs and the Federal Bureau of Investigation.
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
