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DANIEL R. SOWA SENTENCED IN U.S. DISTRICT COURT

SOWA was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to conspiracy with intent to distribute methamphetamine.  Agent Steve Cwalinski, formerly of the Montana Department of Criminal Investigations, worked this investigation jointly with the FBI Safe Streets Task Force.  Agents received information from a cooperating witness that SOWA was involved in receiving large quantities of methamphetamine from Billings and distributing the methamphetamine to a number of individuals.  One of those individuals was indicted and is also cooperating with law enforcement.  SOWA, a Glendive resident, assisted by distributing the methamphetamine in the Glendive area.  SOWA was involved in the distribution of more than 50 grams of a mixture of methamphetamine.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Jim Seykora prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was a cooperative effort between the Federal Bureau of Investigation and the Montana Department of Criminal Investigations.
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
