JANGULA was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to charges of false statements and perjury.  on September 9, 2002, in Great Falls, JANGULA, while under oath in a proceeding held in federal court in Great Falls, knowingly made a false declaration, that is to say that he did not use illegal drugs after the end of July 2002.


At the time the Court was holding a detention hearing to determine whether JANGULA should be detained pending the completion of his prosecution.  


The testimony of JANGULA was false in that from August 13 to August 23, 2002, JANGULA consumed the illegal drug methamphetamine.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Joe Thaggard prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was conducted by the Federal Bureau of Investigation.
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
