SMITH was found guilty of charges of retaliation against a witness, after a jury trial on June 16, 2003.  On July 16, 2002, in Browning, SMITH retaliated against a witness by threatening to harm the witness’ parents because the witness had given information to a law enforcement officer concerning the commission of a federal offense by another person. 


Assistant U.S. Attorney Joe Thaggard prosecuted this case for the United States.
