GRANBOIS was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to charges of conspiracy to distribute methamphetamine and conspiracy to distribute marijuana.  During the period alleged in the indictment GRANBOIS agreed with others to purchase, sell and distribute less than 50 kilograms of marijuana in the Poplar and Wolf Point area. GRANBOIS admitted that he had purchased and sold marijuana during the time period alleged in the conspiracy, distributing up to one pound quantities a month at times and significantly more than that at other times.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Marcia Hurd prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was a cooperative effort between the Fort Peck Criminal Investigations Unit and the Federal Bureau of Investigation.
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
